Keenan Auto Body has risen well over $150,000 in the last 11 years for charities such as Big Brothers Big Sisters, Camp Make A Dream Foundation, Delaware County Children and Youth Services, The Papa Pandeli Fund, the Make A Wish Foundation, and this year’s charity, The Philadelphia Ronald McDonald House.
